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STANDARD ONE: PROGRAM PLANNING AND OUTCOMES ASSESSMENT
The dietetics education program has clearly defined a mission, goals, program
outcomes and assessment measures and implements a systematic continuous process
to assess outcomes, evaluate goal achievement, and improve program effectiveness.

The mission of the DPD is to prepare dietetics students to function as self-
directed, pecountable, entry-level practitioners of professional dietetics in a dietetic
internship or to pursve graduste study.

Thres broad program poals with multiple outeome mensures have been identified
(Appendix 1). As recommended in the Site Visit'Summary Report, * The program
assessment plan should included the program’s existing DPD graduate outeomes . . , with
a target measure for each.” The praduate outcomes are addressed in Program Goal L
Outcome Measures 1, 2and 3, and Program Goal [T, Outcome Measure 1.

The Alumni Survey (Appendix 2) will continue (o be disiributed hy the
Department of Family, Consumer and Agricultural Sciences every twao vears. Because
the instrument’s design could be more helpful in obtaining demographic data needed to
measure DPD program goals its redesign &5 a short term management goal of the DFD
For example, Item 2 could be revised to include items designed 1o obtain demographic
data that will fecilitate the assessment gradunte outcomes in Program Goal L, Outcome
Measores 1, 2 and 3.

Feedback obtamned from the survey will also be used to measure the attunment of
Program Goal 1T, Ouicome Measure 2 and Program Goal 111, Outcome Measure 4. The
DPD program director and dieteties faculiy will review the results and discuss wavs and
meiins of improvement if the target measures and not met

As required by AAFCS {American Association of Family and Consumes
Seiences) the department’s senior assessment or exit exam will continue to be
administered to graduating seniors in FACS 459 Trends and Issues in Family and
Consumer Sciences, The scores are recorded and reported in the Department’s Annual
Report (Appendix 3),

Dietetics faculty are concerned ahout the current exit exam’s validity in regard to
dietetics specific content. Because the cxam was developed for use by all majors in the
department approximately onc-fourth of the exam’s content 15 not directly related to
dietetics.

(e of the program’s short-term management goals is to re-design the exam for
dietetics students with plans to administer the revised instrument December 2004, Exit
exum items should be answered correctly by at least 75% of test takers. Items that are not
will be reviewed by faculry to determine if test design or course content wer
contributing factors, In either case corrections can be made.
