The decision was hased upon a peer review of the self-study application addressing the Ii12
Eligibility Requirements and Accreditation Standards (ERAS), site visit report. and the
Program’s response. The review, however, indicates insufficient information about the tollowng
Standard. An interim report clarifying documentation of the standard is requested, Three copics
of the report must be submitted postmarked no later than February 1, 2045,

Standard One: Program Planning and Outcomes Assessment

The program respunse included a revised assessment plun bised on three brood progrim
goals and multiple outcome measures aligned to cach goal, Review of the plan findds that
it includes feedback from gradustes and current students only, However, the site visil
report described other constitugncies involved in program evaluation such as the Busmess
and [ndustry Advisory Commuttes, area dietitians, preceplors fior the FACS 492 Family
and Consumer Sciences Internship, and faculty. Feedback from these conslituencies 15 nol
reflected in the sew program assessment plan., The program assessmenl plan must
document how all internal and external program constituencies are invalved in cngoing,
systematic program planning and evaluation. Therefore, the program must develop
additional outcome measures and incorporate these in the assessment plan aligned to onc
of the three broad program goaks (o reflect the feedback currently available 1o the program

from these constituenoies.
